e The University of Florida became the first team in 15 years and just the seventh team
ever to win back-to-back national championships, defeating Ohio State, 84-75 on April 2...
Florida raced to its second straight national title, outscoring its six tournament opponents
by a margin of +14.2 points per game...Much like last year, the Gators ended the year on
fire, winning their final 10 games of the season, the regular season finale, three SEC Tourna-
ment games and then six NCAA Tournament games...Over the past two years, Florida has
now won 18 consecutive postseason games, the longest streak by any NCAA school since
the John Wooden-coached UCLA teams won 28 in a row in the 1970s...Florida is 22-1 in
postseason over the last three years...Corey Brewer earned the Most Outstanding Player
honor at the Final Four after averaging 16.0 points per game in the wins over UCLA (19)
and Ohio State (13)...Brewer led the Gators in scoring in the NCAA Tournament, averag-
ing 15.8 points per game in the six-game run...Brewer scored in double figures in 15 of
the last 18 games and eight of nine postseason games...He is UF’s all-time NCA Tourna-
ment leader in points with 198...Florida’s frontcourt duo of Al Horford and Joakim Noah
dominated opponents in NCAA Tournament play, averaging 25.0 points, 21.0 rebounds and
3.8 blocks per game...Horford pulled down a UF NCAA Tournament record 17 rebounds
against UCLA, his third career NCAA Tournament game of 15+ rebounds and then came
up with 18 points and 12 boards in the title game...He finished the year with a team-high
16 double-doubles, the third-highest total in UF history...Noah had eight double-doubles
on the year and led the Gators with 72 blocked shots, while hitting 60.8 percent from the
floor for the year...Horford and Noah combine for 25.2 points, 17.9 rebounds and 3.6 blocks
per game...Lee Humphrey broke the UF record for career three-pointers against Oregon in
the Elite Eight and broke the all-time NCAA Tournament record for three-pointers against
UCLA, finishing with 288 career three-pointers and 47 in the NCAA Tournament...Hum-
phrey finished each of the last two years an identical 113-0f-246 from three-point range,
setting and matching the school record for single-season threes...His total of 113 is the
third-highest total in SEC history... Taurean Green led UF in scoring at 13.3 points per game
and averaged a team-high 3.7 assists per game...Green averaged 14.0 points and 4.5 assists,
while hitting 39.0 percent from three-point range during the NCAA Tournament...UF’s
backcourt trio of Green, Humphrey and Walter Hodge hit 239 of UF’s 297 three-pointers
on the season...Chris Richard averaged 9.0 points per game and hit 84.6 percent from the
floor in the NCAA Tournament...Richard hit 69.0 percent from the floor on the year and
was a career 66.8 percent shooter.

gators win for second national title

The University of Florida claimed the second national title in school history, becoming the
first team in 15 years to win back-to-back national titles...Florida became only the seventh
program to win consecutive titles and only the second SEC school to do so...Florida is the
only school this decade to win multiple national titles or play for the title more than once,
as this was the Gators’ third appearance in the national title game this decade.

donovan joins elite company

Florida head coach Billy Donovan is one of two coaches to make three or more NCAA
Final Four appearances since 2000, joining Roy Williams and Tom 1zzo...He is one of just
nine active coaches to reach three or more Final Fours and one of just 29 coaches all-time
to do so...With a win in the NCAA title game, Donovan became just the 12th coach to win
multiple NCAA titles and one of only four active coaches to do so (Mike Krzyzewski 3,
Bobby Knight 3, Jim Calhoun 2)...Furthermore, at 41 years of age, he became the third
youngest coach all-time to win multiple NCAA titles (Bobby Knight, Indiana - 35, 40; Phil
Woolpert, San Francisco - 39, 40)...He joined legendary Kentucky coach Adolph Rupp as
the only coach in SEC history to boast multiple national titles.

uf first team this decade to reach three title games

e The University of Florida is the only school this decade to reach multiple national title
games, having done so in 2000, then again in 2006 and this season...The Gators became
the first team this decade to win multiple championships.

uf wins school’s 21st national title

e Florida’s NCAA title in men’s basketball was the school’s 21st and second this year,
as the football team also defeated Ohio State to win the BCS title, the first time a school
has won both the football and basketball national titles in the same calendar year.

for the first time in 1994, falling to eventual runner-up Duke in a
game played in Charlotte...Florida returned to the event in 2000
in Indianapolis where it defeated North Carolina in the national
semifinal before falling to Michigan State in the title game...Last
year the Gators defeated both George Mason and UCLA to win the
school’s first national title...The Gators defeated UCLA and Ohio
State to win the 2007 title.

e The University of Florida made back-to-back appearances in the
Final Four for the first time in school history...UF is only the third
SEC program to reach back-to-back Final Fours...Kentucky has
done so twice, reaching the 1948 and 1949 Final Fours in addition
to reaching three in a row from 1996-98, while Arkansas reached
the Final Four in both 1994 and 1995.

uf moves up among sec final four list

. Florida advanced to its fourth Final Four, tied for the third highest
total among SEC schools (tied for second highest among Final Fours
achieved while in the Southeastern Conference). UF, Kentucky and
Arkansas are the only SEC schools to play for the national title.

the last three years, going 4-1 in the SEC and NCAA Tournaments
in 2005, 9-0 in the two last year and 9-0 this year...Furthermore,
UF is 23-1 in the month of March over the last three years...UF has
won 18 straight postseason games, the longest streak since the John
Wooden-coached UCLA dynasty won seven straight national titles
and 28 straight postseason games.

humphrey breaks ncaa tournament three-point

record

« Lee Humphrey will go down as one of the great players in Final
Four and NCAA Tournament history, hitting 18 three-pointers in
four career Final Four games, while breaking the NCAA Tournament
record for most three-pointers made, finishing his career with 47 in
15 career NCAA Tournament games.

. Corey Brewer culminated a fantastic postseason in which he led
the Gators in scoring in both the SEC and NCAA Tournaments, by
earning Most Outstanding Player honors at the Final Four...Brewer
averaged 16.0 points in the two Final Four games, hitting 7-0f-13
three-point attempts and setting the defensive tone for the Gators...
He averaged 15.8 points overall in the NCAA Tournament and
15.3 in the SEC Tournament, as the Gators rolled off nine straight
postseason wins for the second straight year.

ncaa tournament history

The University of Florida made its 14th NCAA Tournament ap-
pearance and its ninth consecutive...Florida has reached the Final
Four on four occasions, first in 1994, again in 2000 before claiming
the 2006 NCAA title last year and returning this year ... Florida’s
nine consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances represents not
only the best stretch in school history, but is tied for the third longest
streak in SEC history.

and football titles at the same time... The closest time frame between
championships previously was eight years apart, accomplished by
both Michigan and Ohio State...Only 10 schools have won titles in
both sports...The Gators then made it two titles in one athletic year
for the first time with the NCAA hoops title in April...Furthermore,
UF and Ohio State are the first schools to reach the BCS title game
and the Final Four in the same year.

e Three days after winning the national title, Florida’s celebrated
junior class of Al Horford, Joakim Noah, Corey Brewer and Taurean
Green declared for the NBA draft, coming in together and exiting
together as well...The charismatic group will forever be remembered
for playing a critical role in the greatest chapter in Florida basketball
history...One of the four earned MVP honors at every major event
UF played in over the last two years...Green won MVP honors at
the 2005 Coaches vs. Cancer, the 2006 SEC Tournament and the
2007 NCAA Midwest Regional...Brewer earned 2007 Final Four
MVP honors...Horford was the MVP of the 2007 SEC Tournament

and Noah was the MVP of the 2006 Minneapolis Region and the
Final...The four were a part of 92 victories during their three-year
run...Each went over 1,000 career points this season, and they leave
Gainesville having combined for 4,650 points.

e Lee Humphrey hit a scorching 51.1 percent of his three-point
attempts during the 16-game SEC season and hit identical totals
of 113-0f-246 overall for the second straight year...Humphrey set
the UF record for consecutive games with a three-pointer made in
the NCAA opener against Jackson State, hitting a three for the 34th
consecutive game and advanced the mark to 39, a record he leaves
UF holding.

Al Horford was named Most Outstanding Player of
the tournament after averaging 14.0 points and 11.3 rebounds and
coming up with 18 points and 12 rebounds in the SEC title game.

UF is 28-1 on the year when holding opponents under 70 points
with the lone loss coming at LSU, 66-56, on Feb. 24.

o All five of Florida’s starting five averaged in double-figures and
within 3.3 points of one another last year, ranging from Joakim
Noah’s 14.2 points per game to Lee Humphrey’s 10.9...Much of
this has to do with the fact that all five starters averaged within
1.9 shots per game of another...Florida was virtually identical this
year, as all five starters averaged in double figures and within 3.0
points of one another, while the shots-per-game differential has
remained consistent at 2.4.

For those who have followed Billy Donovan’s career it should come as no surprise that he has made
Florida basketball a winner.

Under Donovan, Florida has set a school record with 10 straight post-season appearances, including
nine straight NCAA Tournament bids. UF made the school’s first-ever appearance in the National
Championship game in 2000 before winning back to back National titles in 2006 and 2007. Donovan
is already the winningest NCAA Tournament coach in UF history and his 22 NCAA Tournament
wins more than triple the total of seven in school history before his arrival. He has guided the Gators
to three Final Fours and two in a row, a first in Gator history.

After the school had just one Southeastern Conference Championship in 77 seasons prior to his
arrival, Donovan has tallied three SEC titles (2000, 2001 and 2007). Florida and Kentucky are the
only two SEC schools to capture consecutive league crowns in the past 30 years. He led the Gators
to their first SEC Tournament title in 2005 and then again in 2006 and in 2007.

Florida’s 212 wins during the past eight years is the best such stretch in school history. After only
being ranked in the national polls 42 times prior to Donovan’s arrival, UF had been ranked a school-
record 95 consecutive weeks in the Associated Press poll and 99 weeks by the ESPN/USA Today
poll before falling out on Feb. 16, 2004. The Gators started the 2005-06 season unranked, before
entering at No. 14 in the AP Poll and No. 15 in the coaches’ poll on Nov. 20. After starting unranked,
the Gators finished the year No. 1, a place they opened and finished the 2006-07 season at.

His winning percentage at UF (.717) is the best among all Gator coaches who spent more than one
season at UF and he reached the 100 and 200 victory marks at UF quicker than any coach in school
history, needing just 154 games to reach the century plateau and 292 games to reach 200 wins.
Donovan became the school’s all-time leader in wins on Dec. 20 and stands at 261.

Donovan’s teams have knocked off 43 ranked opponents during his tenure. UF has won 37 of its last
55 meetings with ranked teams, including a 6-1 mark in 2005-06 and a 8-1 mark this year.

Donovan’s squads have led the SEC in a statistical category 33 times, including 29 offensive cat-
egories. Nineteen of his players have captured All-League honors and 10 of his freshmen have been
recognized. Four of Donovan’s players have been first round draft picks in the NBA Draft, after the
school boasted only two before his arrival, and he has inked nine McDonald’s All-Americans after
UF had just three prior to his arrival. The fans are taking notice, attendance is up over 5,000 since
Donovan’s arrival.
