At the conclusion of the NCAA’s mandatory 10-
minute cooling off  period, the losing coach and two or three requested players will be brought to the interview area, 
located in the media tent on the soccer practice fi eld. Immediately following, the coach of the winning team will be 
made available, as well two to three requested players.

Photographers
Photographers and videographers will not be allowed in live ball area. No photographers will be allowed in the back-
stop area behind home plate or on the stairways in the stadium. Photographers may shoot from the following areas: 
the photo well between the dugout and the bull pen on both the fi rst and third base sides; behind the fences of the 
bull pens down the right and left fi eld lines; the center fi eld platform or behind the right fi eld fence. If schools are 
in need of photographers to shoot any of the games for them, they can contact any of the following four photogra-
phers: Jeff  Gage - jgage@fl mnh.ufl .edu; Ron Irby - ronirby@ronirbyphoto.com; Sean Irby -sean@ronirbyphoto.com;
